Adoration Of The Blessed Sacrament 

 

Not many realize that the Angel of Portugal 

appeared to the Fatima Children the year 

before Our Lady began her apparitions at 

Fatima on May 13, 1917.  These were 

Eucharistic events! The Angel came holding in 

his hands a Chalice surmounted by a Host, 

from which drops of Blood were falling into the 

chalice. Leaving the Host and Chalice 

suspended in mid-air, the Angel prostrated 

himself and repeated three times: "O most holy 

Trinity, Father, Son, and Holy Ghost, I adore 

Thee profoundly. I offer Thee the most precious Body, Blood, Soul, 

and Divinity of Jesus Christ, present in tabernacles throughout the 

world, in reparation for the outrages, sacrileges, and indifference by 

which He is offended. By the infinite merits of the most Sacred Heart 

of Jesus, in union with the Immaculate Heart of Mary, I beg of Thee 

the conversion of poor sinners."  Rising, the Angel took the Host and 

Chalice, giving the Sacred Host to Lucia, and the Sacred Contents of 

the Chalice to Jacinta and Francisco.  Our Lady of Fatima, pray for us!
